Note: All restaurants serve lunch, but many close early. Restaurants marked 
with a p serve dinner. Unless otherwise noted, directions are walking 
directions starting at 5th and Broad Street, looking south (toward the Hilton).

1.	 Café Ole – Mexican fare. (11am-2:30pm; M-F only.) Very busy during 
business lunchtime; come before noon or after 1:30. 2 N. 6th Street; 
804-225-8226. Take 5th south three blocks; turn left on Main then 
left on 6th. Café will be on the left under the blue awning.

2.	 Steve’s Restaurant – American fare, simple sandwiches, and great 
sweet tea! Good prices. 110 N. 5th Street; 804-649-3460. Take 5th 
south one and a half blocks; located on the right.

3.	 Cedars p– Mediterranean and American cuisine. Groups of 10 or more 
get a 10% discount; call ahead if bringing a group. Breakfast, lunch, 
and dinner (M-F, 8am-7pm; Sat, 9am-7pm; will stay open if serving a larger 
group). 106 N. 7th Street; 804-771-1665. Take 5th south two blocks; 
turn left on Franklin. Take Franklin two blocks; turn left on 7th.

4.	 Chez Foushee – Lunch only (11:30am-2:30pm); boxed takeout 
available. 203 N. Foushee Street; 804-648-3225. Take 5th south one 
block; turn right on Grace; located five blocks down on the right at 
the corner of Grace and Foushee. www.chezfoushee.com

5.	 DJ’s Fresh Garden Café – Salads, steaks, subs, burgers, and American 
cooking. Meals between $5-$10. Lunch only (M-F, 7am-3:30pm). 701 E. 
Franklin Street; 804-643-6592. Take 5th south two blocks; go left on 
Franklin. Stay on Franklin for two blocks. Located in the Nationwide 
office building on the corner. 

6.	 Meriwether Café – (M-F 10am-3pm) 804-698-7438. Go two blocks south 
on 5th; take a left on Franklin. Go four blocks to 9th; go right on 9th and 
left on Bank to the entrance of the Capitol. Café is inside the Capitol.

7.	 Perly’s – Breakfast and lunch options (M-F, 7am-3pm; Sa-Su, 8am-3pm). 
111 E. Grace Street; 804-649-2779. Take 5th south one block to Grace; 
take a right on Grace. Go three and a half blocks. 

8.	 Red Door p– Greek, Italian, and American cuisine; eight kinds of 
“spaghettini.” (M-F only, 10am-8pm) 314 E. Grace Street; 804-649-1588. Take 
5th south one block; turn right on Grace and continue for two blocks.

9.	 Ray’s Dog House – 401 N. 1st Street, two blocks west of the Convention 
Center at the corner of Marshall and 1st. From the Convention Center, head 
west on Marshall (opposite direction of the Marriott) and walk until 1st. 

10.	 Subway – $5 foot-long subs, breakfast omelets, bagels, hash browns, 
veggie pizza, mini subs for kids, yogurt and apples, healthy chips, coffees, 
and freshly brewed iced tea. (M-F, 7am-5pm; closed weekends) 30 N. 8th 
Street; 804-648-8782. Take 5th south two blocks; go left on Franklin. 
Continue three blocks to 8th; on the corner of 8th and Franklin.      

11.	 Driving Destination: W. Broad Street Shops at VCU p– Tropical 
Smoothie Café (M-F, 8am-10pm; Sat, 9am-10pm; Sun, 10am-9pm), Five Guys 
(11am-10pm everyday), Jersey Mike’s Subs (10:30am-9pm everyday), 
Extreme Pizza (take out and delivery, 804-359-2030; M-Sat, 11am-11pm; 
Sun, 11am-10pm), Qdoba Mexican Grill, and Cold Stone Creamery 
(Sun-Th, 11am-10pm; F-Sat, 11am-11pm). Go right (west) on Broad 
approximately 1.5 miles; shops will be on your left, with Subway on 
your right.

1.	 Bistro 27 p– Lively European bistro. (Lunch: M-F, 11:30-2pm; dinner: 

M-Thu, 5pm-9:30pm, and F-Sat, 5pm-10:30pm.) 804-780-0086. Driving 
directions: Go right (west) on Broad six blocks; on the corner of 

Broad and Adams. Parking: Free parking in the rear of the Renaissance 
Hotel across Grace; “look for the 27 sign.” Call for reservations on the

2.	 Gibson’s Grill p– Breakfast, lunch, and dinner (Thu and F, 11am-2am; 
Sat (dinner only), 5pm-2am). 700 E. Broad Street; 804-644-2637. Take 
Broad east (left) two blocks. www.gibsonsgrill.com

3.	 Penny Lane Pub p– (M-F, 11am-2am; Sat, 5pm-2am) 421 E. Franklin 
Street; 804-780-1682. Take 5th south two blocks to Franklin; on the 
corner of Franklin and 5th. www.pennylanepub.com   

Hotel Restaurants
1.	 Marriott – Offers several newly remodeled options in the lobby area: 

T-Miller’s Sports Bar (breakfast: 6:30am-10am; lunch and dinner: 12pm-
midnight—later on weekends; has outside seating as well as indoor), 
Liberty Bar (afternoon and evening meals and refreshments; offers the 
same menu as T-Millers but in a different setting), and a full-service 
Starbucks. Convention attendees receive a 10% discount at all

(west) on Broad 2.4 miles; make U-turn at Wayne. Chanello’s will be 
on your right.

Take 5th 
three blocks south to Main; turn right on Main. Follow to Belvidere 
(approximately. 10 blocks); turn right on Belvidere. Dominos is almost 
at the corner of Belvidere and Grace.
